Overfrequenting..and damaging the site

Due to their increasing popularity, the Toulourenc gorges suffer from
overfrequenting which has become unpleasant for people who enjoy
nature and calm, but also harmful for the beauty of the natural sites. To
respect the fauna and flora which are sensitive to human presence:

—> Avoid walking in the river, which is the place of living and reproduction
of many species

—> Do not build small dams with rocks to stop the water flow. They
prevent the sediments from flowing and cause the development of
inadequate algea

—> Avoid the high season
